The Institute of Geologists of Ireland (IGI) was formed in 1999 to promote the 
geosciences in Ireland and to represent the professional interests of its members. 
Membership is open to all practising geoscientists who meet the required standards 
of qualification and experience, and the IGI operates with the support of all the 
major Irish geoscience based technical societies and associations. 
 
Professional membership of the IGI gives geoscientists the right to use the title 
‘PGeo.’ which is becoming an increasing quality standard and contractual 
requirement for provision of geological services. This scope of this requirement is 
likely to be extended with the ongoing harmonisation of Irish and EU standards and 
legislation. 
 
The IGI recognises the importance of promoting the status and use of geology and 
geoscience in industry and in society. Among the ways this can be achieved are in 
the responsible development of our natural resources, in development of our 
infrastructure and in the extension of academic knowledge. 
 
The main objectives of the IGI are: 
 
1. To promote the interests of the geoscience professions and advance the science 
and practice of the geosciences in Ireland. 
2. To require its members to uphold and maintain the highest professional 
standards in the practice of their profession. 
3. To increase the confidence of the community in the employment of recognised 
geologists by admitting to the IGI only such persons as have an adequate 
knowledge and experience of the geosciences. 
4. To promote improvements in the law and take any other steps and proceedings 
as may be deemed necessary in the interests of the IGI and its members. 
5. To improve professional standards by organising appropriate professional 
development programmes for its members. 
6. To represent members’ professional interests with government, appropriate 
committees, media and society as a whole. 
7. To develop good relations with other relevant geological bodies in Ireland and 
elsewhere in the world.

Palaeontology Assessments of the age or oil/gas potential of rocks 
using fossil evidence. Such assessments can assist in the 
creation of bedrock/Quaternary maps. For 
tourists, fossils can also add an additional perspective 
on the origin and history of a particular area. 

Geophysics Measurement of the physical properties of earth 
materials. A rapid and non-destructive means of 
providing information on the subsurface variation of 
earth materials.

Hydrogeology Hydrogeology is the study of groundwater, including its 
physics, chemistry and environmental 
relationships. The work of hydrogeologists includes 
finding and developing groundwater supplies, 
evaluating groundwater resources and flow systems, 
understanding and dealing with groundwater 
contamination problems and protecting groundwater 
resources from pollution.

Code of Ethics 

 
The IGI Code of Ethics was adopted at the Inaugural General 
Meeting on 4th April 2000. 

 
General Principles 

  
1. Each member shall be guided by the highest standards of ethics, 
personal honour, scientific integrity, and professional conduct.  
 
2. A member will not take on the functions of an expert in fields 
other than his or her own, or accept professional obligations not 
competent to discharge. 
 
3. Honesty, integrity, loyalty, fairness, impartiality, candour, 
fidelity to trust, and inviolability of confidence are incumbent upon every 
member. 
 
4. Members shall continue their professional development 
throughout their careers and shall actively encourage those under their 
direction to advance their knowledge and experience. 
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Conduct of Members in relation to the Public 
 
5. The responsibility of members for the welfare, including the 
financial welfare, health and safety of the public shall at all times come 
before their responsibility to the profession, to sectional or private 
interests, or to other members. If the member’s judgement is over-ruled in 
this matter the client or employer should be informed of the possible 
consequences, and if appropriate, the proper authority should notified of 
the situation. 
 
6. A member will avoid sensational, exaggerated and unwarranted 
statements or endorsements with regard to professional or other matters 
that might induce participation in unsound enterprises or adversely affect 
a sound enterprise.  
 
7. A member will not knowingly permit the publication of their 
reports or maps for any unsound or illegitimate undertaking.  
 
8. A member will not give a professional opinion, make a report, 
or give legal testimony without being as thoroughly informed as might 
reasonably be expected considering the purpose for which the opinion, 
report, or testimony is desired, and the degree of completeness of 
information upon which it is based should be made clear. 
 
9. A member shall not issue a false statement or false information, 
or misinformation, even though directed to do so by employer or client. 
 
10. A member shall not advertise their work or accomplishments in 
a self-laudatory or unduly conspicuous manner. 
 
 
Conduct of Members in relation to Employer or Client. 

 
11. A member shall protect, to the fullest extent possible, the 
employer’s or client’s interest in so far as is consistent with the public 
welfare and the member’s professional obligations and ethics. 
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12. A member who finds that obligations to an employer or client 
conflict with professional obligations or ethics should have such 
objectionable conditions corrected or resign from such obligation. 
 
13. A member will disclose to a prospective employer or client the 
existence of any interest, held, either directly or indirectly, and having a 
pertinent bearing on such employment. 
 
14. A member will not use, directly or indirectly, any employer's or 
client's confidential information, patents or inventions in any way that will 
provide a competitive advantage to a third party, or be detrimental to the 
interest of employer or client.  
 
15. A member retained by one client will not accept, without the 
client's consent, an engagement by another if the interests of the two are in 
any manner conflicting.   
 
16. A member who has made an investigation for any employer or 
client will not seek to profit economically from the information gained, 
unless permission to do so is granted, or until it is clear that there can no 
longer be conflict of interest with the original employer or client. 
 
17. A member will not divulge information given in confidence. 
 
18. A member will engage, or advise any employer or client to 
engage, and co-operate with, other experts and specialists whenever the 
employer's or client's interests would be best served by such service.   
 
19. A member shall not accept a concealed fee for referring a client 
or employer to a specialist or for recommending geological services other 
than his or her own. 
 
 
Conduct of members in relation to the environment 

  
20. A member shall recognise the importance of sound 
environmental practice and as far as practicable ensure that all projects for 
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which they are responsible will have minimal adverse effects on the 
environment. 
 

21. A member will become familiar with and comply with all 
environmental laws, regulations and standards applicable to projects in 
which they are engaged. 
 

Conduct of Members in relation to other Members 

 
20. A member will not falsely or maliciously attempt to injure the 
reputation or business of another. 
 
21. A member will freely give credit for work done by others to 
whom the credit is due and will refrain from plagiarism in oral and/or 
written communications, and not knowingly accept credit rightfully due to 
another. 
 
22. A member will endeavour to co-operate with others members, 
and with members of related bodies, and will encourage the ethical 
dissemination of geological knowledge. 
 

Duty to the Institute of Geologists of Ireland Limited 

 
22.   A member will endeavour to ensure that applicants for 
membership follow the specified standards, and that they       are 
otherwise qualified.  
 
23. It shall be the duty and responsibility of every member not only 
to uphold these standards of ethics in precept and by example, but also, 
where necessary, to encourage by counsel and advice to other members, 
their adherence to such standards. 
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Discipline for Violation of the Code of Ethics. 

 
24. Any member violating any of the applicable standards 
prescribed in this Code shall be subject to discipline as provided for by the 
Articles of Association of the Institute of Geologists of Ireland Limited. 
 
 
Complaint and Disciplinary Procedure 

 
25. A complaint that a member breached the Institute’s Code of 
Ethics in force at the time at the time shall be referred to the Ethics 
Committee for hearing as expeditiously as possible. 
 
26. A member against whom an ethics complaint is made shall be 
entitled to notice in writing of the grounds of the complaint and to an 
opportunity to be heard in respect of such complaint before the Ethics 
Committee. A member will be informed prior to the hearing of the 
evidence to be adduced at the hearing. 
 
27. At the conclusion of the hearing of an ethics complaint the 
Ethics Committee may rule that the complaint has not been established, or 
may find that the complaint has been established, in which case the Ethics 
Committee shall refer the matter to the Disciplinary Committee. 
 
28. The Disciplinary Committee shall hear and determine any 
charge referred to it. 
 
29. A member shall be entitled to a minimum of twenty eight (28) 
days notice of a meeting called by the Disciplinary Committee to consider 
an alleged breach of discipline by the member, and such a member shall 
be entitled to attend at such meeting and to speak, challenge any evidence, 
and adduce such evidence as the member thinks fit. A member may be 
accompanied by a person of their choice at the hearing. 
 
30. Should the Disciplinary Committee, following due consideration 
of the complaint and evidence provided at the hearing, determine that the 
complaint has been proven, it shall recommend to Board of Directors that: 
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the case be dismissed, or 
 
the member be warned as to his or her future conduct, or 
 
the member be reprimanded, or  
 
the member be suspended for a specific period, or 
 
the member be expelled. 
 
31. The Board of Directors, without discussing the case or 
considering the record, shall notify the member by registered mail of the 
recommendation of the Disciplinary Committee and if the Disciplinary 
Committee has found that the charge has been proven shall provide the 
member with a copy of the record made by the Ethics and Disciplinary 
Committees, and shall allow 28 days from the date of the notification to 
appeal against the finding. If there is no appeal the Directors shall by 
ordinary resolution either confirm the recommendation, substitute some 
lesser penalty, or discharge the case. 
 
 
Appeals 

 
32. A member who is dissatisfied with the decision on an ethics 
complaint adverse to that member may by notice in writing delivered to 
the Secretary within twenty eight (28) days of the giving of such a 
decision appeal against such decision. 
 
33. The Board of Directors shall proceed to hear and determine an 
appeal from a decision of the Disciplinary Committee. The member 
appealing shall be given an opportunity to be heard on the appeal.  
 
34. On the hearing of an appeal by the Board of Directors and in 
considering whether or not to confirm a resolution of the Ethics and 
Disciplinary Committees the Board of Directors shall be provided with a 
record of the proceedings before the Ethics and Disciplinary Committees, 
including the evidence. 
 
35. A member about whom an ethics complaint is made may be 
represented at any hearing of that ethics complaint, or any appeal by, a 
person of their choice. 
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36. The Board of Directors shall decide the appeal by ordinary 
resolution and shall in reaching a decision as to what should be the 
outcome of the ethics complaint giving rise to the appeal have all the 
powers of the Ethics and Disciplinary Committees and may within those 
powers decide to amend the decision, or vary the penalty, that was 
imposed by those committees. 
 
37. All members are bound by a determination of the Board of 
Directors pursuant to these Bye-laws. 
 
38. Notwithstanding the above if a member against whom the 
Council has made an adverse resolution in respect of an ethics complaint 
is dissatisfied with that resolution the member shall be entitled on twenty 
eight (28) days notice to cause the Board of Directors to call a meeting of 
all of the members of the Institute of Geologists of Ireland Limited.  The 
member shall be entitled to attend and speak at such meeting, and to be 

accompanied by a person of their choice. A two-thirds (2/3) majority 
decision of eligible Professional Members present and voting at such a 
meeting may revoke the decision of the Board of Directors.  
 
39. A member expelled shall have his or her name deleted from the 
register of members and shall not be entitled to use the appellation PGeo, 
or MIGI, or imply that he or she is a member of the Institute of Geologists 
of Ireland or hold himself or herself out as such.   

 
 

Continuing Professional Development 
 

Continuing Professional Development (CPD) is the systemic maintenance, 
improvement and broadening of knowledge and skill and the development 
of personal qualities necessary for the execution of professional and 
technical duties throughout a practitioner’s working life.  CPD was an 
integral part of the original blueprint document from which the IGI 
evolved. 

 
In order to keep up to date with the ever increasing technical and 
regulatory changes in our profession, and in line with the IGI’s stated 
objective of improving professional standards, all IGI members must 
devise and carry out a CPD programme, and complete the CPD form 
annually.  This approach is in line with best practice in professional 
geology organizations in other countries.  
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European Federation of Geologists 
 

The European Federation of Geologists (E.F.G.) speaks for some 75,000 
geologists from 20 countries throughout Europe. 
 
Objectives 
1.  To represent the geological profession in the whole of Europe. 
The Committee of Geologists of the European Union (CGEU) represents 
the EFG to the European Union and its various bodies. 
 
2.  To safeguard and promote the present and future interests of the 
geological profession in Europe, including: 
- To guarantee the free movement of geologists in Europe, with the mutual 
recognition of their academic and professional qualifications by the 
adoption of the title of European Geologist (EurGeol.). 
- To promote the harmonisation of education and training. 
- To define and protect the title of geologist and related professional titles. 
- To promote the code of professional ethics of the EFG. 
- To provide advice and assistance to constituent members National 
Associations. 
 
3.  To promote a European geological policy with regard to the 
responsible use of the Earth's Natural Resources and in particular: 
- Energy resources. 
- Mineral resources and the exploitation of raw materials. 
- Hydrological and drinking water resources and their pollution problems. 
- Geological problems in environmental protection, natural hazards and 
land development. 
 
Organisation 
Each member country is represented in the EFG council by two delegates, 
appointed or elected by their respective National Association. The council 
meetings take place every twelve, if necessary six months, the venue 
rotating between the member countries.  
 
The EFG board is elected for three years by the EFG council. It consists of 
5 members from 5 different National Associations. The board meetings 
take place every three or four months. 
 
The Office of the EFG is based in Brussels, Belgium, where it is run by 
the Administrative-Secretary. The official languages of the EFG are 
English, Spanish and French.
